GENERAL OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS 

BEFORE OPERATION 
Clear the lawn of all sticks, stones, wire and other debris which may be caught or thrown by 
the mower blades. 

Check grass condition. If wet, wait until later in the day. If grass is wet, the grass catcher 
is likely to become plugged. 
For efficient bagging, air circulation under the mower deck, through the chute and into the bag is very important. 
For this reason, BEFORE YOU BEGIN MOWING you should make certain the underside 
of the mower and the underside of the catcher lid are free from grass and debris. 

Make sure that there is a snug fit between mower deck, blower housing, tubes, and 
grass catcher cover. 
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MOWING WITH YOUR BAGGER 
 
Always operate at maximum RPM while mowing. 

Always wear hearing protection when operating 
grass catcher. 

Grass should be cut often, and not too short. If 
grass is too long or lush it may be necessary to 
keep ground speed to a minimum or to cut only half 
the width of the mower to prevent clogging. If grass 
is long, operate with mower in high cutting position 
for first pass, cutting again in a lower position on a 
second pass. 

Do not open the cover with mower engaged. 

If a large amount of cut grass is spilling out from 
under deck, the tube may be plugged or the bags 
may be full— discontinue mowing, stop the mower, 
disengage the PTO and then empty the catcher or 
clear the tube. 

• WARNING 
ALWAYS shut off the mower. Disengage the PTO, 
and allow all moving parts to stop BEFORE 
disconnecting or clearing tube, or emptying 
catcher. 

Before leaving the operator’s position for any reason, 
engage the parking brake, disengage the PTO, stop the 
engine and remove the key. 

To reduce fire hazard, keep the engine, rider and 
mower free of grass, leaves and excess grease. Do 
not stop or park rider over dry leaves, grass or 
combustible materials. 

 

   

AFTER OPERATION 

Remove any debris from the screen on the under- side of the lid. Note: The lid 
screen can be removed for easier cleaning and should be cleaned regularly. 

The blower housing and tube should be removed for cleaning. 

Inspect the grass bags for wear or damage. Make sure that there is a 
snug fit between mower deck, blower housing, tubes, and grass catcher 
cover. 

STORING THE GRASS CATCHER 
Clean the grass catcher thoroughly using a mild detergent (other products may 
damage the tube). Remove any debris from the screen on the underside of the 
lid. The screen can be removed for easier cleaning. 

If paint has been scratched on metal parts, touch up with paint, or apply a thin 
film of oil to prevent corrosion. 

Store in a dry area. Hang the catcher and catcher bags to dry thoroughly before 
storing for a long period of time. 
Always store away from moisture. 

MOWING WITHOUT THE BLOWER 

For operation without the blower, the discharge chute must be properly installed.

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STEP 1: Install the Bag Carrier. 
NOTE: The models depicted may not be your specific model. Unless otherwise noted, the procedure will be the same 
regardless of the model. 

• Remove the bolts and nuts indicated. Retain the nuts for use in the next step. (Figure 1a)  
• Set the Carrier Supports in place. Align the corresponding holes from figure 1a and secure the brackets using bolts II      

(figure 1b). Leave the bolts just “snug” in case further adjustment is needed. 
• Install the Rear Receiver according to the instructions (figure 1c).  

NOTE: The receiver (included in this package) is normally a separately sold item and has its own set of instructions regardless 
of Model (ZT, or Maverick). 

• Install the Center Support into the receiver using the provided hitch pin NN (figure 1d). 
• Locate the mounting area for the mid Carrier Supports (figure 1e).  The ZT location is located under the engine on the engine 

plate. The Maverick mounting will use the bolts securing the bottom of the roll bar. 
• Install the mid Carrier Supports (figure 1f). For the ZT, use the provided ½ x 1-1/2 bolts and the ½-13 locking nut. For the 

Maverick use the nuts previously removed to secure the supports.  
NOTE: The mid supports can switch sides to accommodate different engine sizes, if necessary. 

• Install the Carrier mount with the wider portion of the offset to the right of the machine as shown in (figure 1g). Align the 
corresponding holes and secure it using the locking nuts AA and the DD bolt and locking nuts LL. 

• Secure the mid Carrier Supports to the Carrier Assembly using the provided U-bolts. (figure 1h) 
• Install the Carrier Assembly onto the Carrier Mount by sliding the receivers over the tubes and aligning the corresponding 

holes (figure 1i). Secure the Carrier using bolts JJ and locking nuts AA. 
• Install the Carrier Manifold by aligning the corresponding holes and secure using bolts FF and 

 locking nuts GG. The tube should be pointing out and to the side as indicated in figure 1j. 
• Slide the bags in place (figure 1k). 

NOTE:  After installing the Blower, it may be necessary to re-level the deck according to the mower manual.

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STEP 2:  Install the Blower. 
NOTE:  The models depicted may not be your specific 
model. Unless otherwise noted, the procedure will be the 
same regardless of the model. 

• Remove the rubber chute and the pulley cover (Figure 2a). 
Retain the nuts and/or bolts, to be re-used. 

• Use the nuts and bolts previously removed to secure the 
Blower Mounting Bracket to the deck (Figure 2b). 

•  Remove the belt from the outside pulley. Remove the 
outside pulley indicated (figure 2c). 

•  From under the mower deck, remove the blade from the 
shaft. Remove the collar retaining the shaft (figure 2d).  
Remove and replace the shaft with the provided keyed 
shaft and key KK. 

•  The spindle will need to be reassembled as illustrated in 
 figure 2e.  

• Replace the mower deck pulley and add the blower pulley   
(figure 2f). 

• Attach the Blower to the Blower Mounting Bracket by 
aligning the corresponding holes and inserting the 
retaining pin through both sets of holes. Secure the 
retaining pin with the hairpin (figure 2g).

STEP 3:  Belt Routing and Installing the Covers 
NOTE: The models depicted may not be your specific 
model. Unless otherwise noted, the procedure will be the 
same regardless of the model. 

• Attach the blower belt to the blower pulley as shown 
in (figure 3a). It is helpful to compress the tensioner 
pulley while routing the belt around the pulley.  

• Route the belt from the top pulley of the blower 
clockwise around the blower pulley on the mower 
deck (figure 3b) previously installed in Step 2. 
NOTE:  Routing the belt in the opposite direction will 
cause the blower to not function properly. 

• Installing the pulley cover will be done according to 
model and deck size. Find your particular model and 
deck size, illustrated in figures 3c-3e and install the 
pulley cover using the NN bolts and the OO nuts along 
with the hardware that was removed from the 
previous pulley cover. The hardware for the 60 will be 
included with the blower.

STEP 4: Install the Trunk Hose and Counter Weights   
• Attach the hose to the hose tube and secure it with the provided 

hose clamp (figure 4a). 
NOTE: It may be helpful to use a lubricant to assist the step (i.e. dish 
soap). 
• NOTE: On some models, the Hose will need to be trimmed. 

To Trim the hose, hold it up to the Blower and mark the length to 
be cut. There should be no dipping, sagging or kinking of the 
hose. Also, the hose should not rub the tire (figure 4b). 
Trim the hose using a knife and cutters (to cut the plastic coil). 

• Attach the hose to the blower to the blower using the provided 
hose clamp. The hose should be installed in a manner that it 
does not sag or make a hard turn. The hose should sweep up to 
the bagger as shown in figure 4c.
